2.3.  The present dining hall was constructed with funds furnished by the Future Homemakers Association who have plans to provide funds for converting it into a cottage.  It was recommended that it be named the Future Homemakers of America Cottage.

2.4.  It was recommended that the new dining hall, presently under construction, be named the Lakeview Dining Hall.

2.5.  It was also recommended that the following policy be adopted for the naming of future facilities that are constructed at Cedar Lakes:  The organization responsible for financing the facility will recommend three (3) names to the State Board of Education from which a selection may be made.  In case the facility is not financed by some outside organization, the FFA-FHA Foundation, Inc. will recommend three (3) names to the Board from which a selection may be made.

2.6.  Upon motion duly made, seconded and carried, the Board approved the building names and adopted the policy for future naming of buildings.
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
