Additionally, it provides clarity and increases transparency by making it easier for applicants to find the information they need without having to search through the Code.

	While the business registration application contemplates all types of businesses, not all business registrations have the same legal requirements. A bond is required for some businesses registrations (such as those businesses also seeking motor fuel, tobacco, and other such permits) and, accordingly, more time is necessary to process those applications than is currently set forth in the Rule. 

The Rule provides for fast-track processing times, including 1- and 2-hour options, for the processing of business registration applications. Given the short period for fast-track business registrations, we believe additional guidance should be set forth in the Rule. For example, the Rule could address in-office pick up of the registration certificates, when processing times begin, when processing time begin for resubmitted applications after rejection, and the time frame for requests that are received at the end of a business day
