Whereas, social workers care for individuals experiencing mental health challenges, support people in
recovery from substance use disorders, and promote the safety and well-being of children
and families.

Now, Therefore, Be it Resolved that I, Patrick Morrisey, Governor of the Great State of West Virginia, do
hereby proclaim March 2026 as:
